

Cuomo Says He Hasn’t Seen House Lines Yet
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There’s not much news coming out of Gov. Andrew Cuomo’s Q and A session with reporters this afternoon, save for his stated preference of being out among the people of Utica spreading his budget evangel and not with Albany lawmakers. 

Cuomo did say on redistricting that he had not gotten a chance to review the lines submitted by a federal magistrate for Congressional districts. 

“I know they were released, I have not seen them,” Cuomo said. 

Cuomo has promised to veto the “hyper partisan” lines drawn by the Senate and Assembly, but lawmakers in both chambers plan to submit new maps that have alterations. The governor also wants a Constitutional amendment and statute approved this year that would overhaul the redistricting process for the next round in 2022. 

“Let’s see how it develops, it depends on what those changes will be,” he added. 

Asked for a “general statement” on redistricting, Cuomo said he had none to give, but then offered one up:

It’s a complex topic that has been going on for many, many months. The current lines that have been proposed by the Senate and Assembly for the Senate and Assembly seats I believe are hyper political. The Congressional lines are something different. 
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
