Minority Senate district move in Suffolk

With the State Legislature conducting a redistricting hearing Wednesday in Farmingdale, one good-government group is touting the possibility of the creation of “majority-minority” Senate seat in Suffolk County.

Common Cause says that the current Senate lines divide Suffolk County’s minority population into three election districts, robbing them of fair representation. They suggest that a district could be drawn centering on Islip and Babylon, hub of the more than half the black and Hispanic voters, that would create the potential for a minority to be elected.
