Points regarding redistricting of rural, upstate Washington County:

· Formerly: 1 assembly and 1 senate district

· Proposed: 3 assembly and 2 senate districts (see maps)
· Fact: Decrease in population due to the one maximum security state prison where inmate numbers are being excluded due to recent ruling regarding residence requirements

· County Board of Elections:  small staff having to manage these newly assigned 5 races with very limited funds

· Where will they get the money to do this?
· Will there be funds available to help with these primaries/elections each year from the state budget or state board of elections?

· These lines reveal a further division of already small communities, which would result in limiting available access of constituents to their elected officials.
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
