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State Sen. Carlucci launches NY Cyberbullying Census

To combat cyberbullying, state Sen. David Carlucci, D-Clarkstown, announced Thursday the launch of the New York Cyberbullying Census.

The census, the first data-gathering initiative of its kind, is expected to provide a comprehensive picture of cyberbullying in the state. Students from grades three to 12 can access the census via www.nycyberbullycensus.com and anonymously answer a 12-question survey designed to gauge student attitudes and experiences with cyberbullying. It will be active through the end of the year. Data will be collected and released during the next legislative session, which begins in January. The National Crime Prevention Council says more than 43 percent of teens said they were cyberbullying victims.
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
