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Earlier than expected, here are the new New York Congressional redistricting maps put out by the special master. More details after the illustrations; demographics after the maps:

Update: One observer notes to me, "[Rep. Bob] Turner and [Rep. Maurice] Hinchey are gone. [Rep. Gary] Ackerman doesn't really have a district either, but there are seats he could run for." (Don't say we didn't warn you about a possible consolidation of the regions represented by Ackerman and Rep. Carolyn McCarthy. Also, we've known since January that Hinchey's hanging it up after this Congress.)

It also looks to me like the Rangel seat (NY-15) is majority Hispanic, but looks nothing like the highly calibrated Washington Heights/Bronx/Queens map advocated by those who signed on to this letter.

Everyone's looking at the maps now... Regarding Long Island, Mike Seilback, for one, tweets, "Re: new maps, King (seaford) lives in new ny-02 while both Israel (dix hills) & Ackerman (roslyn heights) live in new ny-03"

Of course, we got to this point because state lawmakers couldn't get their heads together on a Cuomo-approvplan to redraw the districts; that could still happen.

Incidentally, my paper editorialized on redistricting here.
