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The United States Conference of Catholic Bishops is reserving judgement on President Obama’s religious accommodation to the contraception coverage mandate.

Senate Majority Leader Dean Skelos is reportedly “optimistic” there will be a new Latino majority congressional district in Northern Manhattan and the Bronx.

Another budget power grab by Gov. Andrew Cuomo?
