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Magistrate Judge Releases Redistricting Proposal

With state political leaders unable to agree on a congressional redistricting scheme, a magistrate judge in Brooklyn has devised her own plan, and has given parties one day to come up with reasons why the proposal should not be presented to a special judicial panel. Eastern District Magistrate Judge Roanne L. Mann (See Profile), who had been appointed special master, issued a redistricting plan for redrawing congressional district lines to comport with the 2010 census, which will result in New York losing two representatives in 2013. Upstate lost population between 2000 and 2010 while downstate gained. The proposal is posted at www.nyed.uscourts.gov/pub/docs/cv/324457/1.11.cv.5632.6729180.2.pdf.

Magistrate Judge Mann was appointed by a three-judge panel that includes Eastern District Judge Dora L. Irizarry (See Profile) and Second Circuit Judges Gerard E. Lynch (See Profile) and Reena Raggi (See Profile) to serve as special master in Favors v. Cuomo, 11-cv-5632.

Under the plan dated March 5, Magistrate Judge Mann will receive any objections and responses by 9 a.m. on March 7 and issue a final report and recommendations on March 12. The parties will then have until March 14 to lodge any objections to the final report with the three judge panel. Then, a hearing will be held before the judicial panel on March 15.
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
